Event Rules and Guidelines

1. Kids will need to arrive 30 minutes before their designated fishing time to check in, pick up their t-shirt and go
through the educational areas.

2. Once this has been completed the families go to the staging area to pick up their rod and reel, then wait until
the time of their fishing session.

3. At the beginning of their fishing session, families may then go to the spot of their choice. Due to limited fishing
area, please limit number of non-fishing family members on the pathway around the pond. Non-fishing family
members are welcome to sit on the hill or in the bleacher area to stay safely out of the way and watch.

4. The goal is for each participant to catch a fish. The folks that organize this event work hard to achieve that goal,
yet there are circumstances beyond our control that may cause a few of the participants to not catch a fish.
